Based on the human rights issue concerning development discourse and impact on
hurman rights of local people, particularly the DSEZ project, the massive international port
development in Myanmar and the Laem Chabang project in Thailand, the paper explores how
different teenage groups of Myanmar and Thailand created their own media to protect their
rights due to negative consequences of the projects. The Third Eye, an observational
documentary, focusing on marginalised people’s ways of life among the massive port project
was employed as a tool to explore their own perspective and media creation.

Three research objectives were investigated. First, how the different groups of youth in
Myanmar and Thailand defined ‘human rights’. Second, how the youth groups interacted to The
Third Eyes, an observational documentary. Lastly, how they designed their own media to
mobilise ‘human rights’ to the public.

Two methodological approaches were applied: qualitative focus groups; and media
design and framing. Dividing up the teenage groups by different localities: marginalised local
youth and urban youth in both Myanmar and Thailand, the significant findings showed that
firstly, different identities between marginalized local youth and urban youth affected media
design and representations. Secondly, audience’s engagement of media content was a key
factor in social mobilisation. Lastly, participation of local people in the process of media
production was a significant way to inspired marginalised communities to fight for human rights

protection.
